This event is designed to prepare both the handler and dog for actual trialing. If you have been through
agility classes, but are not quite ready to trial, this is an excellent chance for you to prepare for
competition. We ask that you have at least six full months of weekly training classes and that you
participate with the concurrence of your instructor. Runs may be timed and each run will be limited
to a maximum of 65 seconds in jumpers and 80 seconds in standard. No awards or placements
will be given. This is not for competition, but for fun, experience, & practice. Treats & toys in the ring
are encouraged, and praising your dog is mandatory. Dogs must be able to do all
pieces of equipment safely and must be under control both in and out of the ring.
Harsh corrections, either physical or verbal, will not be tolerated.
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Jump height and Age — Jump height is at your discretion (we suggest you jump
the height you practice in class). Dogs must be at least One year old
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Advanced runs are for dogs already in competition. You must have earned at least
one qualifying run at the novice level before you can run an advanced course.

Dogs cannot run on a leash, and only flat snap collars (no tags, tabs) are allowed in the ring.

address and double check it for accuracy or we will not be able to send you a confirmation.
